SHORT TERM MISSION TRIP TO HAITI

for adults and youth 14 and older
June 22 – June 30, 2016 
Cost :$850 to SFH plus airfair

In June 2016 Servants for Haiti, Inc will be leading a short term mission trip to Haiti.  We will be working with Pastor Lenny Futecha and his wife Marjorie . Lenny is the pastor of the church Eglise Baptiste Solidairite, has a school Academy Christian School , a bible school Baptist Theological seminary and a small orphanage. He and his family have been serving in Haiti as missionaries since 1992 when their church in the Philippians' sent them to Haiti.

We will be doing a variety of things serving Pastor Lenny and the Pastors of the churches/school that have been planted. We will be building desk benches, painting and doing vacation bible school.

Our team will go (in small groups) to the sisters of Mercy, a center for critical infants/children.  We will get to help feed the little ones there.  This is a home for the children to be nursed back to help in order to return to their families.

On our sightseeing day we will visit a ministry called Apparent project that helps people create jewelry  and other items that are sold in Haiti/America to help families keep their children.  It is a wonderful ministry helping the people of Haiti to be proud of who they are and what they can do.

We will be staying at Walls Guest House www.wallsguesthouse.com walking distance to Pastor Lenny's (although most days we will drive).  Walls guest house is very safe.  We have stayed there many times before. They have many American teams stay there and cook for us so that we will not get sick in any way. 
We also will have a day that we go the beach. This will be on our last day in Haiti.  
 
Weekly Schedule work days:(give or take )
6:30 am – get up to do devotions and get ready for the day
7:30 am –breakfast
8:00 am – leave for Pastor Lenny's

12:00 pm --Lunchtime 
3:30 pm -- return to guesthouse
5:00 pm –supper
7:00 pm – devotion /debrief time
 
On Saturday June 25 we will do some sightseeing and shopping around the city. Wednesday June 30  we will go to the beach.

On Sunday we will go to church and out to lunch. We may do some other sightseeing after church


FORMS

There are three/four forms that need to be filled out and returned by April 1, 2016 ,Application Form, Team Member Reference Form, Questions, and Parent/Guardian Form.(It you have filled these forms out before I will only need the under 18 form if under 18, and informational form )  A $300 deposit should accompany these forms to hold your space. There is a limit of 25 people per team. This is a first come first serve basis.
TRIP COST

In regards to expenses, each team member is responsible for their flight reservations (we will let you know which flights to book, I can book flights for team members if they are prepared to pay me for the flight, as it will go on my credit card).  Flights should run about $550.00.  Please do not book flights until we confirm the flight #’s and time.  There is an additional team cost of $850.00 (deposit is included in this amount).  This will cover our room and board, traveling expenses, and supplies.  You will also want to bring money for shopping and sightseeing. The final amount is due by May 23, 2016.  If you feel that financially  you may have a difficult time affording this trip, but you feel the Lord leading you to go, you may want to consider asking your church, family, and friends for support.
PASSPORTS

Passports are required.  If you already have a passport please check the dates on your passport to make sure they are still valid.  If you procrastinate in getting your passport expediting it is VERY COSTLY!  Please send us a  copy of your passport.

IMMUNIZATIONS

There are certain shots and immunizations that are suggested.  The first is a tetanus shot, and for all other immunizations you should consult a travel clinic regarding what they are suggesting for Haiti at this time.  (Usually Typhoid is recommended and taking Malaria pills.) This is up to you and your families though.
LUGGAGE

We are allowed to check 1 large pieces of luggage that CANNOT EXCEED 50 LBS.  You are also permitted one small carry on that should be able to fit under the seat such as a backpack and a carry-on suit case that can fit above.   We will ask you to pack some supplies needed for the trip in one of your suitcases. Most of your clothes and personal items should go in your carry on so that we can bring down supplies in the bag you check.  If you live near me I can check a military duffle for you that you can add to.
TRIP SUPPLIES

Below is a list of supplies that if you can bring will be donated .  As it gets closer I will indicate if there are more specific items we may want to bring, such as items we may need for the work project and Vacation Bible school crafts.

We are always in need of soccer  items as we help a soccer ministry in Haiti also.

They should not be used while in a group or outside of the bedroom.  We encourage team members not to shut themselves off by listening to music, it is best to spend your time socializing with team members and friends and children you meet in Haiti.
SFH does not allow the purchase of alcohol while traveling on a team with us.
